This unusual site, steeped in 
history and designed by Pierre-
Marie Bossan, the architect of 
the famous Notre-Dame de 
Fourvière Basilica, features 
a unique and original interior 
decoration.

Leisure possibilities include a 
25-meter swimming lane, a well-
being area with Jacuzzi and 
hammam, a Lyon-style lawn 
bowling field, terraces and 
gardens. 

75 rooms and suites are found 
over three levels; each level opens 
on the exterior of the building. 
Private, secure parking with 
72 parking places is available.

The room for special events 
is filled with natural daylight and 
opens on a terrace-veranda and 
the garden.
Two singular areas are found in 
the peristyles around the cloister. 
A terrace that can be reserved  
for private use overlooks the 
cloister garden. 
One extraordinary room reflects 
the essence of the Lyon heritage. 

Les Téléphones, a bistronomic 
restaurant nestled around the 
cloister garden, or Le Bouchon, 
serving authentic Lyon style 
cuisine in a vintage bouchon 
setting.

L’ATELIER DES CANUTS

90 sqm room and 60 sqm glassed-in porch 

This area, which includes a large room and an  
attached glassed-in porch, opens on the garden  
and will add an exceptional touch to your event.

These large areas opening on the cloister garden 
are particularly appropriate for evening cocktails 
and family meals. Both wings may be reserved for 
private use, either separately or together.

THE  +
The adjoining glassed-in porch provides a perfect 
setting for your seated dinners or cocktail dinners. 

Inside, a giant engraving printed on cloth will be a 
conversation piece for your guests. From the Gadagne 
Museum, it shows the apartment of a canut silk worker 
in the nineteenth century at Croix Rousse, depicting a 
chapter in the story of Lyon that is told on the walls of 
the Fourvière Hotel. 

This exceptional area including an unusually 
decorated 90 sqm room and an adjacent 60 
sqm glassed-in porch can be yours for any type 
of festive or family event. 
Opening on a terrace, the glassed-in porch 
is filled with beautiful natural daylight 
and provides direct access to the garden 
and a Lyon-style lawn bowling field that is 
available for your guests.

At dusk, the setting sun’s rays bathe the cloister 
stones in a golden halo that gives way to the 
lighting on Freeze-Frame Clouds, the sculpture 
by Pablo Reinoso.

SLEEP IN A FORMER COUVENT

Divided over three levels, the 75 rooms and 
suites are air conditioned and have views 

over the convent gardens or the city of Lyon.  
We have connecting rooms for families, as well 
as rooms with access for disabled individuals. 

There are five categories of rooms:

Cellules: these «cells» pay tribute to the rooms 
occupied by the Sisters of the Visitation and have 
an average surface area of 21 sqm. 

Classiques are double rooms measuring 
approximately 25 sqm and containing a desk area. 

TELL ME ALL ABOUT LYON! 
Each room door is decorated with the image of an historic character from Lyon.
A short bilingual biography behind the door tells the story of the person’s contribution, not only to the 
City’s history, but also its national and international influence.

Junior Suites are large 35 sqm rooms with a lounge 
area and the possibility of adding a child’s bed. 

Signature Suites feature two rooms and two baths, 
with an ample lounge area and desk, over an 
average surface area of 65 sqm. 

Le Loft, measuring approximately 60 sqm is an 
atypical apartment with a lounge area containing 
a desk, a walk-in closet and a bathroom, with a 
view over the Parc de la Visitation.
